CONSTRUGCTION ALTERNATIVES

The proposed project, if built, will be a four-lane divided or a six-
lane divided facility. If a four-lane facility is selected after the public
hearing, right-of-way will only be acquired for four lanes. If a six-
lane facility is selected after the public hearing, right-of-way will be
acquired for six lanes.

Alternative A would be a six-lane facility that minimizes use of right-
of-way from the east side of NW 7th Avenue and maximizes use of
ight-of-way from the west.

Alternative B would be a six-lane facility that uses as much right-of-
way from the east side of NW 7th Avenue as possible without substantial
impacts to the Broward County Family Health Center or Post Office.

Alternative C would be a four-lane facility that minimizes use of right-
of-way from the east side of NW 7th Avenue.

Alternative D would be a four-lane facility that, like Alternative B,

maximizes use of east side right-of-way.

The design speed for all alternatives is 45 mph (70 km/h). The
roadway would be posted for 35 mph (60 km/h).

A Transportation Improvement Project For Broward County
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The proposed project is located northwest of downtown Fort
Lauderdale in Broward County, Florida. It involves a 1.0-mile (1.6-
km) section of road that would diagonally connect Broward Boulevard
(SR 842) at NW 7th Avenue in the south with Sunrise Boulevard (SR
838) at NW 9th Avenue (SR 845, known as Powerline Road) in the
north. Providing this 7th/9th Connector:will eliminate the “dogleg”
at Sunrise Boulevard, wherein northbound travelers must shift from
NW 7th Avenue over three blocks of Sunrise Boulevard to proceed
north on NW 9th Avenue. (The converse is true for southbound F.P.N. 23072612101
travelers.) South of Sunrise Boulevard NW 7th Avenue now has a

five-lane urban section. The center lane is a two-way left-turn lane. S.P.N. 86000-1692
